and the location or historical site.

3. Only 2 image entries per contestant will be allowed.

4. PHOTOGRAPH MUST BE 8” X 10” AND MUST BE MOUNTED ON STANDARD 11” X 14” BLACK
MOUNTING BOARD. MOUNTING BOARD MUST BE NO LESS THAN 3/16 INCH THICK.

5. Photo manipulation is acceptable but it should enhance, not distract, from the heritage theme.
